SIMON CLEARY PERPETUAL CUP

Simmy Cleary packed a lot of top class sport into his 68 years on this earth.  There can be no doubt but that he was more driven by handball than other activity in which he was involved. Having won All-Ireland, Leinster and Oireachtas hurling medals with Wexford in 1955, Simmy turned his attention to handball. Because his personal talents as a player were relatively modest, Simmy brought his drive and ambition to the sport as an administrator, first as Cathaoirleach of his native Ballyanne, where he served from 1973 until shortly before his death in 1997 and also as Cathaoirleach of Wexford Handball Board, to which he dedicated more than ten years of his life. 


Those golden years for Wexford handball were populated by many great triumphs for the Model County, with Dick Lyng, also of Ballyanne, Pat Murphy, Seamus Buggy and many more great players, bringing home all the major titles. They were also the years when Simmy’s prodigies, his son Pat and John Fleming began to dominate the game, particularly in 40 x 20, and he enjoyed many great moments as they won three senior doubles titles in a row from 1982-1984. His proudest moment, though, surely came in 1988, when Pat and John represented Ireland at the World Handball Championships in Australia. Simmy Cleary passed away in 1997, having been ill for some time and the Féile 40 x 20 Division I Perpetual Cup was donated in his honour by Comhairle Liathróid Láimhe Laighean.

THE MICHAEL TYRRELL PERPETUAL CUP


The Michael Tyrrell Perpetual Cup was presented by Comhairle Liathróid Láimhe na Mumhan in memory of a man who served his Club, county, province and country throughout a lifetime of involvement in the game of handball which he dearly loved as a player and administrator.  He was a driving force behind many initiatives in handball, including the development of the 60 x 30 court in St. Mary’s Club, Clonmel.  Mick was Rúnaí of his Club for a long number of years and acted as Rúnaí Contae and part-time provincial administrator before taking up office as Uachtarán of Comhairle Liathróid Láimhe na hÉireann in 1987.  He was a man whose exemplary personal standards were matched by his dedication and commitment to handball and by his generosity in sponsoring numerous handball events and activities. 
Mick was a very keen player and won an All-Ireland 60 x 30 Masters B Doubles medal with Vincent O’Shea in 1988 in the second year of his presidency.

THE HARRY HADDOCK SHIELD

‘Ginger’, as he was affectionately known, was a real gentleman, both in and outside of the handball court.  A very quiet, private person, his exact age was never known.  It appears he was approximately 72 years of age when he died from leukemia in 1993. According to the older generation of Shankill Clann na Gael, Ginger was a terrific footballer, a career he gave up in his mid 20’s to concentrate on handball in the nearby 60 x 30 alley, known as Thornbury’s Court.  A great believer in practising with his weaker hand, Harry never revealed, nor was it possible to determine, whether he was right-handed or a ‘citeog’, a secret he took to his grave.  Whether he was trying to out-psyche his opponent, Ginger often gave his training opponents the choice of him playing with his left or right hand.  It must have worked because he won the All-Ireland 60 x 30 Junior Softball title in 1954, was the holder of over 40 Ulster Senior medals and played in a number of All-Ireland senior finals.  Many a great game he had against the likes of Victor Sherlock, Cavan, and Mickey John Kelly, Tyrone.

A founder member of Clann Éireann Handball Club, Harry had great affection for the game, never failing to travel, no matter how far.  Known throughout the length and breadth of Ireland, Harry is sadly missed and is fondly remembered by the Féile ‘Ginger Haddock’ Shield, presented by Clann Eireann Handball Club, Armagh.

BOYS 60 x 30 Division 1
THE STEVE CASEY PERPETUAL CUP


The Steve Casey memorial trophy was donated by Comhairle Liathroid Láimhe Chonnachta for the 60 x 30 Division I Féile team competition.

Steve Casey was a Galway man who served as Secretary of the Connacht Handball Council from 1957 until he retired in 1984.  He was very involved in court development and oversaw the construction of 30 covered courts in the province.  He was President of the Irish Handball Council from 1959 to 1961.  He played senior handball for Galway and won many Connacht titles and was a great hardball player in his youth.  In 1954 Steve won the Connacht Junior Softball Singles and in 1958 he won Connacht Senior Softball Singles and Doubles.  He won Connacht Senior Hardball Singles in 1959, 1960 and 1961.  Steve also won three Senior Connacht Hardball Doubles finals with three different partners – S Barrett, D Murphy and M Kelly.  He gave great service to the game both as a model player and an exemplary official.

BOYS 60 x 30 Division 2

THE JOE McNALLY PERPETUAL CUP

This cup was presented by the Connaught Handball Council in 1997 in memory of Joe McNally of Westport. Jo was a multi talented sportsman having played both rugby and soccer and was also an accomplished boxer. Handball was of course another sport in which he excelled. In 1928 he won the All Ireland senior softball title without conceding any game, a notable achievement by any standards. This cup was named in honour of Joe McNally, in recognition of his lifelong dedication to the game of handball.
