The Granard man remains the only
Longford player to captain his County to
Leinster title success. The St Marys man
came from a proud football family and
was part of a remarkable team during the
1960’s.

Following on from a breakthrough League
title win in 1966 the midlanders would go
onto claim the Delaney Cup in 1968 with a
3-09 to 1-04 victory over Laois. Longford
went 0-5 to 0-0 ahead in the first quarter.
Laois responded with 1-1 but two further
points left Longford 0-7 to 1-1 ahead

at the break. But seven minutes into the
second half Sean Donnelly scored the first
Longford goal. Laois responded with points
but goals from Sean Donnelly and Jimmy
Hannify left Longford with an historic win.
Which saw the then just 20 year old Daly
hoist the trophy on behalf of his county.
From here they would go on to contest a
narrow loss against a mighty Kerry side

their new boss. He seems to have already
