As the day’s countdown to Wexford and Laois
first bow in this year’s Leinster Championship
the air around each camp is becoming thick
with dread and expectation in equal measure.
UPMC Nowlan Park plays host to two teams on
opposing stages of their journey. However, the
consequences of the result for both may well
be just the same.

For Wexford it could well signal the end of a
relationship that promised and delivered so
much. A partnership that saw the glory days
return to the sunny southeast. A Leinster
Championship crown for the first time in 15
years saw a releasing of emotion that could
be scarcely rivaled. Despite the joy this victory
also brought with a weight of expectation

the yellow bellies have not felt since the
heady days of the 1990’s. This expectation
means that the result today will put immense
pressure not only on a setup but also on the
direction in which the model county is headed.
Davy Fitzgerald and his management team
returned this year after some persuasion

from several players. This act in and of itself
would lead you to believe that this season has
entered the last roll of the dice territory. Two
years ago Fitzgerald and his charges looked
on the verge of returning to Septembers
biggest stage. A Tipperary come back, and a
season blighted by the pandemic has meant
that barring a big performance over the next
couple of weeks it could well be an episode in
history that is on the verge of petering out.

While we are on the‘topic of relationships, the
cardinal rule in all relationships is that you
never go back. However, come the Full time
whistle Cheddar and his Laois team may put
that myth well and truly to-bed. The mercurial
manager has returned to the hot seat he
vacated in 2016.



During his initial stint in charge the Portlaoise

native turned the O’Moore men’s fortunes

He solidified them with a common
purpose, tales circulated of them visiting
historical sites around the country for training
as a pride of place was returned to Laois
hurling. Since then, the last few years saw this
upward trend continue under the guidance of

Eddie Brennan, culminating in a Joe McDonagh

Dublin. Like their opponents this surge in
-performance has seen expectations rise

simultaneously. A sluggish start throughout

the league stages has given this fixture a

serious weight toward the second chapter of

this relationship. What is slightly different to
their opponents is that performance may be
more important than the result. A big display
of passion skill and structure will leave Plunkett
and his managerial team feeling like they can
take momentum into the qualifier stages of
the championship. A loss allied to an abject
performance and the task of that qualifier run
will grow more onerous by the day.

Thus, we are ready for what should be an
enthralling encounter. A Championship game
in every sense of the word. The league meeting
of these sides saw Wexford emerge victorious
by 19 points.
