The Táin tells of a 
war against Ulster by Queen Medb of Connacht and 
her husband King Ailill,  who intend to steal the stud 
bull Donn Cuailnge. Due to a curse upon the King and 
warriors of Ulster, the invaders are opposed only by 
teenaged demigod Cú Chulainn.
